Q. | get pixelation on some channels
A. We recommend you consult a local satellite installer, as this is most likely signal related.

Q. What is the default PIN code?
A. The default PIN is 0000.

Q. | have recorded something but a group of channels are unavailable to watch?

A. Freeview signal is transmitted on three different frequencies, with a single tuner you can
only watch and record one frequency at a time hence channels on the other frequencies are
not available until the tuner stops recording.
